MSI Hard at Work

MSI and the Planning
Department are con-
structing a new ordinance
with regard to bicycles
and new construction.
The ordinance is con-
structed with respect to
LEED guidelines, which
state that commercial
buildings over 50,000
square ft. and falling un-
der specific categories

will be required to make

enough bike racks to 5%
or more of the occupants
at peak hours. The racks
will be located no more
than 200 yards from the
building. There shall be
at least enough showers/
changing facilities for .5%
of the building’s full-time
population. These racks
will be given adequate
lighting and security

measures, such as a cov-

ering overhead. For resi-
dential buildings, there
shall be at least enough
racks for 15% of the resi-
dents. For all buildings,
at least one bike rack
must be available per 20
car parking spaces. The
ordinance continues by
mentioning several safety
and implementation

measures.
