WHEREAS, Covenantor is the fee owner of:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 3.6.3(k) of the Zoning Ordinance No. 13114, the Zoning Ordinance of the City, as amended, (“Miami 21 Code”) parking facilities on adjoining Lots may share access points, driveways and parking subject to a recorded covenant running with the property on which the parking facilities are located, by process of Waiver; and   

 


WHEREAS, Covenantor requested and the City granted Waiver No. _____________ pursuant to Section 3.6.3(k) of the Miami 21 Code for the parking facilities on the Property to share access point(s), driveway(s), and parking;

 


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the permission by the City to allow the shared driveway(s), access point(s), and parking, Covenantor hereby covenants and agrees that the Property shall maintain said shared driveway(s), access point(s), and parking regardless of ownership of all or a portion of the Property.

 

1. The above recitals are true and correct and are incorporated by reference as if fully set forth herein.
2. The Property shall maintain shared driveway(s), access point(s), and parking regardless of ownership of all or a portion of the Property.
3. It is expressly understood and agreed that this Covenant touches, concerns, and runs with the Property, and shall be binding upon Covenantor and all grantees, heirs, successors-in-interest, and assigns.  It shall also be a condition implied in any conveyance or other instrument affecting title to the Property or any portion thereof.
4. This Covenant shall be in effect for a period of thirty (30) years from the date it is recorded in the public records of Miami-Dade County, Florida, after which time it shall be extended automatically for successive periods of ten (10) years, unless released in writing by the then Owner(s) of the Property and the Zoning Administrator, or his or her designee, in a form acceptable to the City Attorney, or his or her designee, upon a determination by the Zoning Administrator that this Covenant is no longer necessary to preserve and protect the Property for the purposes herein intended. 
5. This Covenant may only be amended, modified, or released by written instrument the executed by the then Owner(s) and the Zoning Administrator, or his or her designees, in a form acceptable to the City Attorney, or his or her designees, upon a determination by the Zoning Administrator that this Covenant is no longer needed or can and should be modified.  All amendments, modifications, or releases of this Covenant shall be executed in the manner enumerated herein and shall be recorded in the Public Records of Miami-Dade County, Florida in order for the amendment, modification, or release to be valid and effective.
6. It is understood and agreed that any official inspector of the City shall have the right at any time during normal business hours to enter upon the Property for the purpose of investigating the use of the Property and determining whether the conditions of this Covenant are being complied with.  Enforcement shall be by action against the parties or persons violating or attempting to violate any covenants in this Covenant.  This enforcement provision shall be in addition to any other remedies available at law, in equity or both. The violations may also be enforced by City Code, Chapter 2, Article X, titled Code Enforcement.  However, the enforcement provision set forth above shall not apply to any action against the City. 

7. In the event of any enforcement proceedings or suit pertaining to or arising out of this Covenant, each party shall bear their own attorney’s fees and costs.  

8. Invalidation of any provision of this Covenant by judgment of court shall not affect any of the other provisions, which shall remain in full force and effect.

9. All rights, remedies, and privileges gained herein shall be deemed to be cumulative and the exercise of any one or more shall neither be deemed to constitute an election of remedies, nor shall it preclude the party exercising the same from exercising such other additional rights, remedies or privileges as may be available to it.

10. This Covenant will be e-recorded by the City against the Property in the Public Records of Miami-Dade County, Florida, at the Covenantor's expense, upon full execution.

11. This Covenant may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which so executed shall be deemed to be an original, and such counterparts shall together constitute but one and the same Covenant. The parties shall be entitled to sign and transmit an electronic signature of this Covenant (whether by facsimile, PDF or other email transmission), which signature shall be binding on the party whose name is contained therein. Any party providing an electronic signature agrees to promptly execute and deliver to the other parties an original signed Covenant upon request.
